Minutes must be kept of all public meetings and must be available to the public upon request not more than five business days after the public meeting.  A business day means the hours of 8 am to 5 pm on Monday through Friday, excluding national and state holidays.  The minimum content of meeting minutes includes: (1) names of members present; (2) other people participating (it is not necessary to list everyone present, however); (3) a brief summary of subject matter discussed; and (4) any final decisions reached or action taken.  There is no legal requirement to accept or approve the minutes.  Even if minutes have not yet been approved, they still must be made available not more than five business days after the public meeting.  When the five business day deadline is reached before the minutes are approved, they can be made available to the public with a notation that they are a draft version.

Albany NH Selectmen’s Meeting

November 18, 2015 4:00 p.m.
At 4:00 p.m., the Selectmen’s meeting was called to order.  In attendance were Kelly Robitaille and Cathy Ryan.  Also present were Lee Grant, Dorothy Solomon, Steve Knox, Sara Young-Knox and Rick Hiland.  The following business was conducted. 
Regular Business:
· Pledge of Allegiance
· Reviewed & approved November 4 minutes-Selectman Ryan made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted, Chairman Robitaille seconded the motion and all were in favor.
· Signed checks totaling $10,488.00.
New Business:
The Town Administrator informed the Board that the auditors, Vachon, Clukay and Company have moved their appointment with the Selectmen to December 2.

The Town Administrator and the Treasurer met with two banks.  The Board will wait for the report until the full Board is present.

Chairman Robitaille asked if any sealed bids for the tax deeded property had been received and if a meeting is still scheduled for Monday, November 23.  The Town Administrator replied there are no bids as of now and if no bids are submitted by noon on Monday, the Selectmen’s meeting will be cancelled.

Chairman Robitaille announced the tax rate has been set for $11.75 per assessed thousand.  The Board voted not to use any unreserved fund balance as the tax rate is lower than last year’s.

Dorothy Solomon asked if the tax rate included the additional county cost.  Chairman Robitaille replied yes.
Selectmen’s Reports:
Selectman Ryan reported she attended the Multi Hazard Mitigation meeting and it went well.  The Multi Hazard Mitigation plan needs to be updated so Albany can qualify for FEMA if needed.  The next meeting will be held on January 11, 2016 at 6 p.m.  Everyone is invited to attend.

Selectman Ryan also attended the meeting of the Board of Directors for the Gibson Center.  The Gibson Center runs Meals on Wheels, puts on many activities for seniors as well as serves daily lunches which is always a highlight for a lot of people.  The pool room has been updated and twice a week, caregivers can bring seniors to “fun day.”  This gives caregivers a break and housebound people an opportunity to socialize.  A warrant article will be petitioned in Albany as is usual.  The federal government is paying less.  Albany has always been very generous to the Gibson Center.
Selectman Ryan attended the Planning Board meeting.  They reviewed the site plan review regulations and discussed putting together a capital improvement plan.  Planning Board Chair, Leah Valladares would like to put together a meeting of department heads to put together a list for the plan.  She will try to put together a meeting before or after a Selectmen’s meeting soon.

Chairman Robitaille made a motion to get a recommendation from an electrician on the lighting on the chapel, Selectman Ryan seconded the motion and all were in favor.
